Canby Child Falls From Window

Second in last three days
On July 17th at about 2:45 Canby Fire was dispatched to 250 S Locust to a 2 year-old child who fell from a second story window. According to witnesses, the child landed head first.

Firefighters quickly evaluated the child, and made the decision to Lifeflight the injured child to Emanuel. Ackerman Middle School was the landing zone where Canby paramedics transferred care over to flight nurses and medics.

On July 15th Canby Fire also responded to a child who fell from a two-story window. In this case, the child landed feet first on a concrete pad. That child was also transported to Emanuel.
Children falling from second story and higher windows is an epidemic problem not only in Oregon, but across the US.
Remember, screens are made to keep bugs out, not children in. Here are a few good safety tips to keep your child safe.
· Arraign furniture so children can not easily access windows.
· If you need to keep windows open, pin them in the open position, with only enough opening so air can move through the window, but so the child can not crawl out.
· The Fire District does not encourage the use of bars or barricades, as the window is still your emergency exit.
· If you can not adequately safeguard a window, use a different window to let the fresh air in.
