Motorcycle Crash Leaves One Man Critically Injured in Canby

At approximately 3:00 PM  a motorcyclist crashed on Highway 99E, just west of the Molalla River in Canby. The injured motorcyclist is a 47 year-old Oregon City man. He was traveling East bound on 99E when he left the road for an unknown reason, struck a traffic delineator, and crashed on the south shoulder of the road.
The cyclist was riding a Harley Davidson Motorcycle, and was wearing a "Skid Lid". On scene firefighter/ paramedics said that he was unconscious, and that there was a nurse on scene protecting his airway. The nurse left the scene once relived from her duties. Captain Val Codino said, "The nurse's actions were exactly what the gentleman needed. She aggressively maintained his airway until we arrived."  Captain Codino, who has been an active Paramedic for more than 25 years, also shared, "Time after time when we see critically injured motorcyclists, it's because the cyclist chose to wear minimal head protection. In this case the driver wore a 1/2 shell "Skid Lid". Those half helmets literally give a rider half the protection, and if you’re in an accident, you want all the protection you can get."
The patient was transported by Canby Fire to Knight School. Care was then transferred to Lifeflight, who airlifted the critically injured patient to OHSU. 
Oregon State Police is investigating the crash.
