Two Vehicle Crash on S. 99E Causes Fuel Leak

At approximately 4:00 PM Canby Fire units were dispatched to a two car MVA near milepost 16 on S. Highway 99E, between Canby and Oregon City. Upon arrival firefighters assessed the situation and identified that a mini-van that had been involved in the crash was leaking fuel from a recently filled gasoline tank. Firefighters removed all victims from the area, established an isolation zone, and foamed the area to prevent the flammable vapors from igniting.

There were no injuries from the accident. Fortunately both front airbags from the Honda sedan deployed, protecting the front seat passengers, and the child riding in the back seat was properly restrained in a child safety seat.

The highway was blocked for nearly an hour while crews stabilized the situation and the cars safely removed form the roadway. OSP is investigating the accident.
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
