TWO PEOPLE ENTERED INTO TRAUMA SYSTEM 

FROM MOTOR VEHICLE ACCIDENT
At 9:00 am this morning Canby Fire responded to a two car motor vehicle accident. When Firefighter arrived they found a high speed side T-bone impact between a Ford Expedition and a Dodge Dakota that had pinned one person in the Dakota. The impact had also forced both vehicles off the road into a plowed field. Firefighter quickly extricated the pinned person while others personal tended to the driver of the other vehicle. Both patients were entered into the trauma system and transported be ambulance to a landing zone so they could be flown to Portland area hospitals by Life Flight. Life Flight is a air ambulance service that is used if more than 10 minutes can be saved getting the patient to a Trauma hospital like Emanuel and Oregon Health Science University. Research has found the outcome is best if trauma patients arrive with in 1 hour of their injury this is called the golden hour.
