MAN FALLS DOWN CLIFF...INCIDENT IN PROGRESS

An adult male has fallen approximately 50 feet down a near vertical cliff at Mollala State Park, in Canby.

The man has injuries to his arms and legs, and was initially unconscious after the fall.

Canby Fire has called in special rescue teams from neighboring fire jurisdictions to help with the extrication. Lifeflight is already on the ground awaiting patient transport.

Man falls down cliff at Molalla State Park in Canby. A 24 year old man was walking the trails next to the river in the park when he slipped and fell down a 50'cliff.  When the victim regained conscious he dialed 911 not knowing for sure where he was at he told 911 dispatchers he was at the park by the river.  Dispatchers kept him on the phone while firefighter searched the over grown areas. Quick thinking by Canby firefighter asked for Clackamas fire district heavy rescue 4 so when the person was found the specially trained rope team could bring him up the cliff.  While searching the Medic crew was turning around to search another area when dispatcher said "The victim can hear a back up alarm" FF Vroman said " I looked over the cliff and spotted a white tennis shoe and a little spot of blue jeans. Firefighters made there way to the victim. Treated and prepared him for the extrication up the cliff. Lifeflight transported the patient to a Portland Trauma center. With the fall  rains over the past few days trails that were easily hiked now can be very slick and dangerous. Care must be taken when hiking these areas.
